style kitchen. For a more subtle
look, tuck appliances into base
cabinets or blend them seam-
lessly into surfaces, like Leess did
with the induction cooktop here.

de-bulk the walls Fewer wall cab-
inets mean two great benefits:
room for windows to lighten a
small space, and an easier visual
transition from the kitchen to the
adjoining dining area.

choose casual finishes Brushed-
and satin-finish fixtures—a

more subtle choice than shiny
stainless—and quartz-composite
countertops instead of fancier
granite are toned-down options
for a modest space.
